COURSE D50/13(TA)
START on the A53 Northside of Shawbury in line with L.P. 19 exit of road River Gardens. 
Proceed north on A53 to Espley Island (5.496 miles) continue on A53 at 2nd exit to Ternhill Island (8.830 miles). Take first exit along A41 to Prees Island (15.754 miles). Encircle and retrace to Ternhill Island (22.830 miles). Take third exit along A53 to Espley Island (26.163 miles). Take first exit along A442 to Shawbirch Island (35.555 miles), encircle and retrace to Espley Island (44.984 miles). Take first exit onto A53, continue on A53 to FINISH at 40mph sign approaching Shawbury. (50 miles). 

PLEASE NOTE: 
THE START is adjacent to houses NO  NOISE please. Do not disturb the residents.
Riders, after finishing, please continue along A53 to the Event Headquarters, do not stop at the Timekeeper.

Any competitor making a U turn in the vicinity of the start or finish will be disqualified from the event.

Riders must not ride with their head down.
